Funny, fiercely topical and sometimes even poignant, Thatcher The Musical explodes the political and the personal and reveals the contents of the most famous handbag in history with hilarious results.
Foursight Theatre is renowned for its passionate, physical and highly original productions, which blend themes and emotions together in a feast of provocative entertainment.  Previous shows have included Boadicea, Hecuba and Six Dead Queens and an Inflatable Henry ! This is the first time they’ve tackled the story of a living legend. 

Directed by Naomi Cooke and Deb Barnard MBE, with original songs by Jill Dowse, arranged by Mary Keith, the tour begins on 3rd October at The Lowry in Salford and continues at major theatres across the country, ending at The West Yorkshire Playhouse in Leeds on 18th November.  After a Christmas break it re-opens at its home theatre – The Grand Theatre Wolverhampton and on to Hereford, Newcastle and Ipswich.
