Directed by Naomi Cooke and Deb Barnard MBE, with original songs by Jill Dowse, arranged by Mary Keith, the tour begins on 6th February at The Grand Theatre in Wolverhampton and continues at major theatres across the country, ending at The New Wolsey Theatre in Ipswich on 10th March.
